The Ministry of Health and Wellness (MOHW) of The Bahamas has received financing from the Inter-American
Development Bank (IDB), toward the cost of the Program to Support the Health Sector to Contain and Control
Coronavirus and to Mitigate its Effects in Service Provision and intends to apply part of the proceeds for the
consulting services of an Individual to Update the COVID-19 Guidelines.

e Updated clinical guidelines to manage critical COVID-19: acute respiratory distress syndrome
e Updated clinical guidelines to manage critical COVID-19: septic shock

e Updated clinical guideline to manage long-COVID

e Updated clinical guideline to manage women with COVID-19 during and after pregnancy

e Proposed communication strategies to disseminate the guidelines

e Revision and proposal of improvement of current training programs for health personnel to manage COVID-
19

The successful candidate should have the following skills:

o Education: A master's degree in clinical medicine, infectious diseases, or public health is required to be
eligible for the consultant role.
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e Experience: A minimum of ten years of relevant work experience in clinical medicine and expertise in
designing and implementing clinical guidelines. Additionally, the consultant should possess prior

e Languages: Advanced writing, communication, and presentation skills in English

e Core and technical competencies: Demonstrated experience working in the public healthcare system of
The Bahamas and be capable of working independently while collaborating with various stakeholders.
