MONTH-OVER-MONTH ANALYSIS

The Food and Non Alcoholic Beverages Index had
the largest increase over last month. The total
costs of Food and Non Alcoholic Beverages
increased by 2.6 per cent during this period.
Prices for fresh or chilled fruit rose 27.95 per
cent while poultry costs increased by 8.0 per
cent. Consumers also paid more for potatoes
which experienced a price increase of 5.34%.

The Transport Index had an overall increase of
.05 per cent during this period. Fuels and
Lubricants indicated price increases of .91 per
cent while spare parts and accessories had a
modest price increase of .63 per cent.

WHAT IS THE CONSUMER PRICE INDEX?

The Consumer Price index, often called the CPI, is one of the most widely
used statistical series produced by the Department of Statistics (DOS).
The CPI measures changes in the prices of a ‘fixed basket' of prices for
goods and services purchased by private households. This 'fixed basket
covers a wide range of goods and services which are divided into twelve
major groups:

CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS

e BASE PERIOD

The time period which is used as a reference point for
measuring the price changes of goods and services. The
base period for the CPlis February 2010.

e PURCHASING POWER

The Purchasing Power of money is the financial ability to buy
goods and services. The Consumer Price Index having a 2010
base (February 2010=100) makes it possible to evaluate
changes in the purchasing power of the Bahamian dollar
relative to its 2010 value.
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
